BASIC RULES AT A COURTROOM

A court is a place of order and respect, and every-one should follow some basic rules inside
a courtroom

When appearing in court

Dress code

o Arrive at least 20 minutes early to find the courtroom.
¢ You may ask for directions on how to reach the courtroom from the helpdesk

in the court.

e Children are not allowed in the court, unless their presence is
requested You can bring a family member or friend (over the age of 18)

to sit with them and provide support.
e Smoking is not allowed in the courtroom nor at the court premises.
¢ No weapons are allowed at the court premises.
¢ You must bring all supporting papers and documents as well as
copies of them prior to appearing before the judge.

e Lawyers are requested to wear a lawyer’s robe.
« Asthe courtis a formal place, the public is encouraged to dress appropriately.

In the courtroom

First, before the hearing starts:

< Sunglasses should be removed within the court rooms unless needed for medical reasons.

e Food and drinks are prohibited in the court rooms.

e Recording and videotaping devices are not allowed without the permission from the concerned
authorities.

«  Switch off mobile phones.

«  Stand each time the court commences hearing sessions or is adjourned.

e While waiting for your case to be called, avoid talking to others or making any distracting
noises.

e Do not stand or put your belongings in the aisles or in doorways, so as not to hinder movement
within the courtroom.

e Do notsitin places reserved for lawyers.

Second, during a hearing:

e When your case is called stand and approach the bench.

e Wait until the judge gives you permission to speak.

e When addressing the judge, refer to him as ‘your honor’. Talk calmly, clearly and without
shouting or anger.

e Give your name and details clearly, and answering the judge’s questions. Then give your
defense, avoiding an abusive language.

< Your support person does not have the right to speak no your behalf, unless authorized by
the court.

»  Remain silent until your lawyer has finished his plea. You are not allowed to interrupt him,
your opponent or his lawyer. You may comment once you are given permission to speak by
the court.

» Any disrespectful behavior shall be punishable. Disturbing the peace of the courtroom is
punishable by law.

Third, after the hearing:
e Leave the courtroom calmly, as soon as the hearing ends.
« Do not engage in conversation with the judge outside the courtroom.
